1. Severe, crushing or squeezing chest pain (like someone is sitting on your chest). 
2. Pain that spreads to the jaw, arms, neck and/or back. 
3. Pain not relieved by rest or heart medications (nitroglycerin). 
4. Chest pain occurring with any of the following: rapid and/or irregular heartbeat, 

sweating, nausea or vomiting, shortness of breath, or light-headedness. 
5. Chest pain that lasts longer than 15 minutes when there is no obvious cause.
