HEALTH NEWS  

   Factors that may increase your risk of developing multiple sclerosis: 

1. Heredity. Multiple sclerosis is more common in people of Northern European 
descent. Researchers suspect that the tendency to develop multiple sclerosis is 
inherited, but the disease manifests only when environmental triggers are present. 

2. Environmental factors. Many viruses and bacteria have been suspected of causing 
MS, most recently the Epstein-Barr virus, known also for causing infectious 
mononucleosis. 

3. Geographical factors. Multiple sclerosis is more common in countries with 
temperate climates, including Europe, southern Canada, northern United States, 
and southeastern Australia.

GIVING A SECURITY WHILE “KEEPING” IT 
   Suppose you were reluctant to give a security worth more than you paid for it because you think it may further in-

crease in value. 
   Is there a way to make a charitable gift of such an asset while still ―keeping‖ it? Yes. Instead of making a gift in the 
form of cash, it may be best to give the security itself, take advantage of the ability to deduct its full value, and com-
pletely bypass tax on the increase in value that has occurred up to the time of time of the gift. 
  You may then use the cash you would have otherwise given to repurchase the same security at today’s price. You 
would then have the same amount invested in the security as before, but with a new, higher cost basis. 
   If the security were to later grow in value and you were to sell it, you would only owe tax on the increase from the 

point at which you repurchased it.  
   In the event the value of the investment should decline after your repurchase, you would have a capital loss that may 
serve to reduce your income tax in the year the stock was sold, rather then simply less gain. 

When securities have decreased in value. 
  If the value of securities you would like to give is less than the original cost, it is usually best to sell the property and 
make a charitable gift of the cash proceeds. You may then be able to claim tax benefits for both the capital loss and the 

charitable gift, effectively deducting more than the pre-sale value of the security.

WHAT IS OUR PARISH NAME? 
  The Diocese of Fargo has made necessary law changes in reference to parish corporate names of all parishes following 

the model of St. Name, Church of (Town Name). Example: Nativity Church of Fargo. This name change is to comply with 
the 1983 Code of Canon Law and the 1997 North Dakota Nonprofit Corporation Act. This means the official legal name of 
the corporation is "Nativity Church of Fargo." We are accustomed to referring to ourselves as the "Church of the Nativity" 
which is still an acceptable familial name to use. All legal correspondence must use the legal name. Using both names is 
acceptable as long as our official corporate name appears on all of our official legal documents, letterhead, envelopes 
and internal documents.
